Getting Started:

e All students must be registered in TUTR 050N to receive tutoring. (43220)

e Once enrolled, students can request a tutoring session by logging in to Canvas and
selecting the TUTR 050N course. Within the TUTR 050N Canvas there are modules for
each tutoring area. Select Science & Engineering to access appointments for the SETC.
Appointments can be scheduled via Accudemia or in person. Contact the SETC if you
have any questions or problems.

e You are limited to 1 appointment per subject a day, with a maximum of two

appointments per day. You may book up to 5 hours of tutoring per week. There is no
limit on drop-in tutoring hours.

e Please be respectful of others’ sensitivity to strong scents, odors, and sounds.

e Rude, inconsiderate behavior/language toward staff or other students will not be
tolerated and may result in disciplinary action.
