I. Preliminary Matters

A. Call to Order: President Drew called the meeting to order at 12:36 PM.

B. Public Comments: None.

C. Approval of the Minutes: Motion 1: Secretary Kennedy moved to approve the April 21, 2026, minutes;
approved.

D. Executive Board Member Reports:

The E-Board discussed with guests the cancelling of the Football Program for fall of 2026 and the purview of
faculty’s 10 + 1 and agreed that there was no collegial consultation, as required. Transparency Committee
Chair Naesse noted that this another situation in a pattern of no-collegial-consultations with faculty who run
programs, similar to what occurred with the Neurodiagnostic program and the Children’s Center. The E-Board
discussed who was ultimately responsible for approving the closure.

In response to a query by a guest, the E-Board stated that including a “no strike” clause into the CFE contract
would be difficult, as that is something the management wants to keep. Secretary Kennedy stated that when
she was on the negations team, she thought that all California Community Colleges had a no-strike [and no
lockout] provision that was standard. However, she did find that one community college in California was
proposing a strike, but that was because their contract had expired and negotiations had reached a stalemate.
CFE Executive Director Kuo advised that management was unlikely to want to change that, but if faculty are
interested in that, it should be taken to CFE President Schneiderman.

PDI Chair Marilyn Kennedy stated that she pulled the names for the PDI In-Service Subcommittee volunteers
from the Senate Consent Agenda, as they had agreed to be available by email, were slow to respond, and not
fully amenable to having a short training session on Zoom in May or in the summer before the fall. PDI Chair
Kennedy stated that the training is essential, as well as quick response to emails in order to work and be on the
subcommittee, and she asked for advisement from the E-Board. All agreed that PDI Chair Kennedy would try to
contact the volunteers again this week by phone or email and report back next week as to if there is movement
forward with one or both of them.
