Artificial Intelligence: Eric Wilson presented on Large Language Models.

e Artificial Intelligence if the field of computer science that aims to create machines capable of
performing tasks that typically require human intelligence. It is not going to replace humans.

o Artificial intelligence has helped reduced the death rates and the hospitals and the doctor's offices
and stuff by 51% just in the last 7 months.

e LLM is one of the different sections of Al. There are 13 different sections or types of Al out there.

e It falls to the category of artificial general intelligence which aims to basically help with some tasks
based on data and other information to come.

e LLM capabilities to help answer questions, summarize text, translating languages, and other things.

e LLM is the umbrella that it takes in the data and puts them into use and then artificial general
intelligence apply that stuff to help us with questions and creative content. That goes into another
subsection of Al called generative Al. That is a chat bot.

e Generative Al is constantly changing every second based on the information that we ask for.

e It has to start from the Large Language Model and then it breaks down into different components.

e The data that comes in from a Large Language Model also goes to other types of Al.

e There are other generative Al applications such as chatbots, artwork & images, music generations,
coding assistance, etc.

e There are limitations to Al. It relies on human intelligence. Al does what we tell it to do.

e Al models reflect the biases inherent in training data.

e Al decisions can be difficult to explain and may have unintended consequences.

e There are discussions that Al is going to ruin critical thinking. That is incorrect. It makes and creates

deeper thinking.
o  We still have to check if the information provided by Al is correct.
e Alis great for streamlined content creation, intelligent assistance, and brainstorming.
e “Al will not replace human...Human using Al will”.

Al can write stories and translate it into other languages.

The exposure and understanding of Al is important.

It is important for Classified Professionals to be involved in the policy making regarding Al.
