UC Fall Application
After You Apply — Next Steps

Already submitted your UC Application? Here are some important next steps.

JANUARY

U Complete your Transfer Academic Update by the priority deadline of January 31°". Enter fall grades
and spring enrolled courses. If you need to make any additional updates after January 31st, you can
submit a new transfer academic update by March 31st, but there is no guarantee the UC will review
it past January 31st.

O If you are completing an associate’s degree at OCC by the end of spring semester:

o Foran Associate’s Degree for Transfer (AS-T or AA-T), file a Petition for Graduation
December 1- January 31° (final deadline is February 15%) through the OCC Graduation
Office.

o For other local associate degrees (AA/AS), file a Petition for Graduation December 1 - March
15% through the OCC Graduation Office.

MARCH - APRIL

U Check email and individual campus portals regularly for admissions decisions.

U To apply for state and federal aid (grants & loans), complete or update your FAFSA application with
the CSU you are transferring to. For AB 540 students, complete or update the California Dream Act
application instead. The priority deadline is April 2.

O Apply for scholarships through the OCC Scholarship Office.

MAY - JULY

U Once you've been admitted, submit your Statement of Intent to Register (SIR) or Statement of Intent
to Enroll (SIE), and pay the required deposit by June 1st.*

O Order your final official transcripts to be sent to the campus you will be attending. To request
general education (GE) certification, be sure to check “IGETC” or “Cal-GETC” Certification box when
ordering your transcript through Parchment. Certifications can delay your transcript, so be aware of
deadlines. Submit transcripts from every college attended and AP/IB scores, if applicable.*

U Campus Housing: Will you be re-locating when you transfer and need housing? Check the website of
the UC campus you will be attending for on-campus and off-campus housing opportunities.

*Missing deadlines can result in your application not being considered for admissions, or if you miss a
deadline after you’ve been admitted, your acceptance can be rescinded. Pay attention to deadlines.
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
